QUAD’s curators are having an impact on the contemporary art world after they have received national and international recognition in a series of creditations, awards and publications. 
Louise Clements, Senior Curator at QUAD, has been selected as one of five finalists for the UK Young Visual Arts Entrepreneur award, is on the panel for the Hayward Select and has been invited to be Jury Member for The New York Photo Awards May 2010.        
UK Young Visual Arts Entrepreneur (UKYVAE) is one of the nine UK and International awards for young creative entrepreneurs; part of the British Council’s Young Creative Entrepreneur (YCE) programme which began in 2004. As part of the award, Louise and four other finalists visited Delhi, Mumbai and Kolkata in India during November and December 2009; to visit art galleries, museums and artists’ studios, to find out more about the visual arts industry in India to develop partnership ideas and opportunities for collaboration. The five finalists will be competing with their idea for a collaborative project with India, and the winner will receive the money for the project as well as the overall title. 

Louise said “The award has been an opportunity to meet and learn from other professionals, to gain a real insight into India’s fascinating, diverse and dynamic creative cultural economy, and furthermore was a chance to look for artists relevant to the programmes we run in FORMAT Festival and in QUAD.”

Louise has also been working on the selection panel for the Hayward Touring: Curatorial Open, a national call for curators proposals. Each year one successful curator will be given the opportunity to initiate and develop a national touring exhibition with an honorarium. As well as creating opportunities for professional development for the selected curators, The Hayward Touring: Curatorial Open aims to develop collaborations with regional museums and galleries, and to increase public engagement with contemporary art.

Finally, in her position as the Senior Curator and Director of the FORMAT International Photography Festival, Louise has also been selected as one of the jury for the New York Photo Awards. Dedicated to the mission of pushing the boundaries of contemporary photography and showcasing and identifying ideas for the future of photography, the New York Photo Festival 2010 will feature the personal visions of curators Vince Aletti, Erik Kessels, Fred Ritchin, and Lou Reed, and will take place in New York in May. http://www.nyphotofestival.com/site/ 

QUAD’s Curator Alfredo Cramerotti has recently been selected as a co-curator for ‘Manifesta’, a European bianniale of contemporary Art, funded through the European Union. Europe’s third most important bienniale, Manifesta takes place in a different region with a theme relating to that region.  Manifesta 8 will take place in Murcia and Cartagena in the Murcia region of Spain, with over 100 artists exhibiting over 2 cities. Alfredo will be part of one of 3 curatorial collectives which will present work as well as exhibition spaces, will use ‘media space’ (television & newspapers) in the region as a medium to exhibit work. Alfredo is also a published author, his book ‘Aesthetic Journalism’ (published in September 2009) explores the relationship between journalistic investigation and art, reflecting themes from ‘Manifesta’. His latest book ‘Unmapping The City’ comes out in June 2010.
