Making simple kaleidoscopes that children 
can use when looking at the exhibition

Duration: 30 mins
Group size: 1 class (approx 30 pupils)
Age group: 7-10 year olds
Supervision: Supervision: 2 leaders and 4 adult support staff
Possible hazards: Paper cuts and scissor cuts
Location/Space requirements: 1 large room
Other equipment required: 
12 pairs scissors (child friendly), 
4 long tables and 36 chairs
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      1. Put 3 strips of double-sided tape along the card 2. Stick the mirror card to the tape

5. Decorate with stickers 6. Look through the kaleidoscope !

3. Fold up card and secure with coloured tape 4. Stick acetate to one end of kaleidoscope
