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Select 2 cardboard tubes and holding them together put the elastic 
band round the outsides.

Twist the cardboard tubes in opposite directions 
until the elastic band is tightened.

Choosing 1 of the coloured rolls of electrical tape stick the end down over 
the elastic band. Wrap the electrical tape around the elastic band (and both 
cardboard tubes) several times.  Use the stickers to decorate and finish the 
binoculars.In
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20 pre cut small cardboard tubes ,
10 elastic bands, 
Assorted rolls of coloured electrical tape, 
2 packets of assorted stickers, 
5 pairs scissors (child friendly),
1 long table and 11 chairs
