
2. Using the hole punch make 2 holes  in either corner of the top side.

4. Thread the elastic through one of the holes and tie in a knot .

3. Decorate with the stickers

5. Thread the other end of the elastic through the 2nd hole
and tie the knot . The elastic can be adjusted by making 
the length shorter if it needs to fit more tightly.
