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BFI Mediatheque Visit

A visit to the BFI Mediatheque is free. Schools can visit the BFI Mediatheque on their own,
but it is essential for groups of 10 or more to book.

The BFI Mediatheque at QUAD is a digital jukebox of over 1,500 complete films, extracts
and TV programmes from the British Film Institute National Archive. Footage can be viewed
from one of our 6 viewing stations (we can accommodate 11 people including 1 wheelchair
accessible space). QUAD is one of only two Mediatheque venues outside the BFI on
Londondés South Bank.

Teachers may choose to do a research trip to explore materials to make the most of
curricula links. For example footage can support Humanities, Local History, Citizenship,
Media Studies and many more areas.
