
Looking at the exhibition:

Before going into the gallery:
Take the resources into the gallery .
Divide class into 4 groups each with a leader – teacher/adult, each child bringing their made resource
The teacher/adult asks the children if they have ever visited an art gallery before and what sort of things the would expect to see 
and how the exhibits might be displayed

Looking at the exhibition:
WWalk each group individually into the gallery and sit them down near the exhibition. 
The teacher/adult will ask them to look carefully at the part of the exhibition they are closest to and think about what they can see 
and any noises they can hear.

Teacher/adult choose one or two children from each group to describe: 
What they can see and what sort of noises they can hear?
What do they think is happening?
How are the noises relevant to what they hear ? - is it  machinery noise or a sound track which has a connection to the exhibition, or is it silent?

TThe children will then be asked to move carefully around the exhibition using their kaleidoscopes, eye patch, binoculars or glasses to look at the 
exhibition and find a bit thats interesting to them. They will then be asked to share their “found bit” with the rest of the class and say why it is in-
teresting to them.

The leader will then give out the other QUAD visual aids and the children are asked to use them to explore the space.

Each child has made either a kaleidoscopes, eye 
patch, binoculars or glasses prior to visit.

QUAD can provide other resources such as 
binoculars, mirrors and goggles
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Activity based on exploring an exhibition with visual aids. 
Suitable for a class of approx 30 children. 7-10yrs.
