Submission guidelines for artists
QUAD is open to receive proposals from artists working in any medium, as part of is continuous programme of professional development and creative opportunities for artists and cultural producers.

How to prepare yourself:

1. Please send in a clear written proposal (no more than two A4 sheets) explaining:

· What is your idea

· How it relates with QUAD, its programme, its location and its vision (have a look throughout the website to have a more thorough knowledge)

· How do you want to show your project, and why you think is relevant in the way you propose
· What is your target audience, how you engage with them and using what form of mediation (beside your artworks and/or practice)

2. Send us 10 still images of works (JPG, TIFF), or 2 videos/screenshots of installation on DVD or as digital file (AVI, Quicktime or PowerPoint), or 2 links to material shown on websites (html, Flash), or 1 other form of documentation of previous works, whatever you think better expose your approach.
3. Gives us a statement regarding your practice and vision (no more than one A4 sheet); we ask you to be concise as we are keen to ensure equal opportunities for artists working in any medium, and have allocated limited time for the review process. 
4. Please include reviews or catalogues only if relevant with the proposal you submit, and no more than 5 A4 sheets (if newspaper or magazine copies) or 2 catalogues.

5. Please include an appropriate SASE if you want the material returned.

QUAD curators will review proposals on an ongoing basis (at least 3 times/year). There is no deadline for submission, but please allow an adequate time for the review process (at least 6 months). Only successful artists will be contacted with a request for further material and/or a discussion regarding their proposal.
